Proposals must be published within 26 weeks of the end of the consultation period allowed for consultation responses,
otherwise the proposal will lapse and a new consultation required.

Step 2.3 — Where applicable an Objection Report iding a y of the objectk received and the Local Authority's
responses to them is considered by Cabinet.

The Objection Report (where applicable) must be published before the end of 7 days from date of determination.

Cabinet provides recommendation to County Council for decision on whether or not to approve the proposal.
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Step 3.1 - County Council considers the proposal and the Objection Report (where applicable) and makes determination.
Determination must be made within 18 weeks (112 days) of the end of the objection period.
